a/c 41-34905 KX-B. Instruments failed shortly after take-off made a crash landing, no one injured.

a/c 41-31659 KX-B and 41-34993 KX-M

559th BS records state "After the formation flew over the target Lt. Henry Parris was forced to go on single engine as a result of a power loss in one engine. Consequently he was forced to fly straight and level, after the rest of the formation had turned. Lt. Parris his two wingmen flew straight into four burst salvo of flak.
Lt. Alexander Winsor flying in a/c 659 received a direct hit which shot-off the tail section. The a/c exploded in midair shortly after. Three parachutes were reported.

Lt. Parris jettisoned his bombs in enemy territory and crash landed safely at Florennes A78.
